In order to provide direction to
Bill Severance we ran through the options again and decided that the website will be a basic resource for those
E S seeking information about the organization, our work and our members.

Brian Knoblock will send out an e-mail to member stations asking how they would like their information handled and offering them an Opt-Out
option.
